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Introduction

This document defines the SM CLP mapping for CIM elements described in the DNS Client Profile. The
information in this specification, combined with the SM CLP-to-CIM Common Mapping Specification 1.0,
is intended to be sufficient to implement SM CLP commands relevant to the classes, properties, and
methods described in the DNS Client Profile using CIM operations.

The target audience for this specification is implementers of the SM CLP support for the DNS Client
Profile.
